THE CONSTITUTION OF THE KLEIN FOREST FFA BOOSTER CLUB
ARTICLE I. – NAME and PURPOSE

Section A.

Section B.
The letters FFA may be used to designate the chapter or members

Section C.

ARTICLE II. - ORGANIZATION

Section A. 
The Klein Forest FFA Booster Club is a chartered local unit of the Klein 




Independent School District.

Section B. 
This organization accepts in full the provisions in the constitution of the 




National Association of Future Farmers of America.

ARTICLE III. – OFFICERS

Section A. 
The officers of the organization shall be as follow: President, 




Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  Officers shall perform




the usual duties of their respective offices.

Section B. 
The officers shall be elected annually by majority vote of paid members



present at a regular meeting.

ARTICLE IV. – MEETINGS
Section A.
Regular meetings shall be held once a month during the school year.

1. Special meetings may be called at any time.

2. Parliamentary procedure shall be used in transacting all 

business at each meeting
ARTICLE V. - DUES

Section A. 
Dues in the club shall be fixed annually by a majority vote of the 




active members.

Section C. 
All deposits will be made in a timely manner.

1. A minimum of two club officers will count funds for deposit and initial deposit slips.

Section D. 
Disbursement of funds will require majority approval by membership




present at a regular meeting, or officers present at executive 




board meeting.

1. Executive board can make disbursements of no more than 

$200.00 without membership approval.

2. A treasurer report must be included in all Booster Club meetings

Section E. 
The Club will obey all Texas tax laws applicable to Booster Club.
